Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA)

Title I – Improving the Academic Achievement of the Disadvantaged
Summary of Title I

The purpose of Title I is to “ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging State academic achievement standards and State academic assessments.”  The program provides supplemental services to children in Title I schoolwide programs to improve the academic performance of students.

Title II – Preparing, Training, and Recruiting High-Quality Teachers and Principals, and Other School Leaders
Summary of Title II

The purpose of this program is to increase student academic achievement through strategies such as improving teacher and principal quality, greater emphasis on support for principals and other school leaders, class-size reduction, and eliminates HQ requirement.
Title III – Language Instruction for English Learners and Immigrant Students

Summary of Title III

The purpose of Title III is to help ensure that children and youth who are limited English proficient, Native American and/or immigrants, attain English language proficiency, develop high levels of academic attainment in English, and meet the same challenging State academic standards that all children are expected to meet.

Title IV – 21st Century Schools
Summary of Title IV

The purpose of Title IV is to authorize flexible grants for “Student Support and Academic Enrichment” (e.g. Charter Schools, Magnet Schools, Family Engagement).
Title V – Flexibility and Accountability 
Summary of Title V

Title V is designed to provide flexibility to assist states in the development of strategies to target federal funds to federal programs that most effectively address the unique needs of States.  Title V Part B is designed to address the needs of rural, low-income schools to provide the necessary resources.

Title VI –Hawaiian, Native American, and Alaska Native Education

Summary of Title VI
Title VI addresses the “unique educational and culturally-related academic needs” to Indian education, Native Hawaiian education, and Alaska Native education.

Title VII – Impact Aid 

Summary of Title VII
Title VII focuses on aid to school districts affected by presence of military installations, Indian lands, Army Corps of Engineers projects, and national parks.

Title VIII – General Education Provisions

Summary of Title VIII
Title VIII focuses on flexibility in the use of funds, coordination of programs, waivers, evaluations, etc.
Title IX – Education for the Homeless and Other Laws
Summary of Title IX

The purpose of Title IX is the identification, enrollment, attendance, and school stability of homeless children and youths.  Also under Title IX is the collaboration and coordination among existing programs of early childhood care and education (Preschool Development Grants).
